Core Person Specification of all Trustees

In order to be considered as a Trustee, individuals must:

· Be over the age of 18.

· Not be disqualified by law from acting as a Trustee

· Have sympathy with issues of public good and the objectives of the GRCCT
· Have experience of a similar governance/managerial role
� In order to be a Trustee, individuals must not be disqualified by law from acting as trustees, including anyone described in section 72(1) of the Charities Act 1993. This includes: 


anyone who has an unspent conviction for an offence involving deception or dishonesty; 


anyone who is an undischarged bankrupt; 


anyone who has been removed from trusteeship of a charity by the Court or the Commissioners for misconduct or mismanagement; and 


anyone under a disqualification order under the Company Directors Disqualification Act 1986.
