1. Project Manager’s Report
1.1. BJ opened the meeting and thanked all for attending. He reported that the GRCCT was operating slightly above the projected growth curve with 625 registrants admitted to the National Register and a further 45 with applications under consideration.  Operational costs were considerably below projection. A larger than expected saving had been made during December and January and the projections had been made in a ‘worst cost’ scenario.
1.2. BJ Reported on two technical changes which had been made to the operational system as part of the de-bugging process

1.2.1. The Call-back facility.  This system takes massages when lines are busy and operators then phone back the caller. A technical glitch meant that if the caller was engaged when GRCCT phoned back there was not a facility for keeping their message ‘live on the system. This has been amended

1.2.2. Certificate Issue.  The system had in place a manual override which meant than if an error occurred during printing the operator could manually enter the certificate details.  The manual override was producing occasional errors on the certificates. It has now been removed.

1.2.3. BJ Reported on the different discussions with the groups applying for entry to the GRCCT regulatory process. --- This section of the minutes has been removed due to commercial sensitivity --- 
2. Company Structure
2.1. CK reported that the documentation had been constructed under the provision that the GRCCT become a not for profit company Limited by Guarantee. The Memorandum and Articles of Association had been constructed along very similar lines to those of a charity.  Emphasis had been placed on accountability and transparency
2.2. Under advice from CK the meeting reviewed the Draft Memorandum and Articles of Association for the GRCCT.  All changes and amendments were unanimously agreed. Changes and amendments to the document are contained in the attached draft entitled Review Draft 1
3. Trustee Selection Procedure

3.1. The meeting reviewed the proposed Trustee Selection documentation in association with the National Occupational Standard for Trustees. It was unanimously agreed that the Application Form and Job Description were suitable. 

3.2. BJ reported that three individuals of appropriate standing had expressed an interest in positions on the Board of Trustees. It was agreed that each would be requested to complete the Application Form and these would then be sent to all attendees for approval.

3.3. CB felt she may be able to contact some appropriate candidates.

RT asked what the current status of the Foundations proposed model for regulation was now being called and if any information was available as to when it would be launched.  There was a discussion about the validity of the process in terms of the number of therapy groups which had committed to join. BJ reported that he was unable to comment on the reason for CNHC’s delayed launches as no information had been forthcoming. There are now three proposed models, BCMA, CMA and CNHC none of which has yet been able to launch and none of which even gets close to the level of support being shown to the GRCCT.
